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3 Maintenance of freezer

3.1 Cleaning

@ Dusts behind the freezer and on the ground shall be timely cleaned to improve the cooling
effect and energy saving. The interior of the freezer should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor.
Soft towels or sponge dipped in water and non-corrosive neutral detergents are suggested for
cleaning. The freezer of shall be finally cleaned with clean water and dry cloth. Open the door for
natural drying before the power is turned on.

® Do notuse hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes,
abrasives, such as toothpastes, organic solvents (such as
alcohol, acetone, banana oil, etc.), boiling water, acid or
alkaline items clean freezer considering that this may
damage the fridge surface and interior.

3.2 Defrost

Condensation: condensation phenomenon will be detected
on the exterior surface and door seals of the freezer when
the ambient humidity is large, this is a normal phenomenon,
and the condensation can be wiped away with a dry towel.

Refrigerants circulating in the refrigerant lines will produce
eruption of sound and grunts which is normal does not affect
the cooling effect.

Buzz will be generated by running compressor specially
when starting up or shutting down.

The solenoid valve or electric switch valve will clatter which
is a normal phenomenon and does not affect the operation.
